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1. Solar activity
Solar activity was increasing during the past 24 hours.
Solar Flux (10.7 cm) measured on 05.09.2023 at 20:00 UTC was 143 sfu.
The background X-Ray flux is at the class B4.2 level.
The geomagnetic field was at quiet to active levels on September 05.
Three M-class solar flare were produced on September 05 and the biggest was the M2.0. The M2.0 class solar flare erupted on September 05 at 08:12 UT (peak time) from AR3421 and a radioblackout (R1) was observed.
No obviously Earth directed CMEs were observed in available LASCO imagery.
The Kp index now is at quiet levels with Kp=2.
